REVIEW OF THE RECOMMENDATIONS FROM THE STRATEGIC BUDGET COMMITTEE AND INCREASED EFFICIENCY / REDUCTION IN SERVICES BUDGET CUTS: 
Superintendent Budde reviewed the updated recommendations from the Strategic Budget Committee as well as the list of Increased Efficiency / Reduction in Services proposed budget cuts.  He also explained that a proposal to increase the walking distance for students is being considered that would affect about 260 students living in the North part of the attendance boundaries.  
Rita Huerta presented information regarding a Supplemental Employee Retirement Plan that the board may want to look into as a way of saving money.  

Ron Newhouse presented a proposal for Southwest Performing Arts Center regarding the establishing of an Arts Committee to help with the planning and funding of performances at the theatre.   

Trustee Walker stated that the board will continue to consider cuts away from students and that his focus continues to be to save jobs and programs.  

INFORMATION ITEMS: 

An informational parent newsletter provided by the CUHSD Nutrition Services Department was provided for the information of the board.  
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The Monthly Budget Report and Cash Flow Analysis Report were provided for the review of the board.  

ECSTA AND CSEA COMMENTS: 

Dennis Price, ECSTA President reported on the following issues:  Requested the board reconsider the retirement stipend for Mr. John Lehton, Pepsi machine for staff, information in support of a parcel tax initiative. 
Diane Richmond, CSEA President addressed the board regarding her concern over the lack of mention of the classified staff budget cuts.  She stated that classified employees are an important part of the district and that current vacant positions should be filled. 

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT:

Superintendent Budde reported on the projected enrollment from the feeder schools for the 2010-2011 school year. He stated that using both historical and current information an analysis for the past five years had been completed. 

BOARD COMMENTS:  
Trustee Vogel stated that it is very difficult to not comment to each and every concern mentioned and that all decisions made would be with the student’s best interest in mind. 
Trustee Labrada stated that he appreciates all the information presented and that some difficult decisions will have to be made keeping students and teachers as a priority. 

Trustee Acosta stated that he takes his job as a trustee very seriously and is willing to listen to anyone and can be reached either at work or home.  He understands that these are some very difficult times for all concerned. 

President Jimenez stated that he also appreciates the comments put forth this evening and staff with direction from the board will take them under consideration.  He is also available by phone to anyone wishing to discuss issues with him personally.
