	Using three highlighters, highlight the CCSS for your content area/grade level marking standards that are familiar, familiar but in need of additional rigor, and unfamiliar.
	· Make sure all department members have materials

	Using the EZ Crosswalk Data Collection Sheet, record the results of your process
	· Pass around EZ Crosswalk Data Collection sheet and ask teachers to mark their answers. 

· Return to the site principal

	Discuss your findings with your team members.
	· Facilitate the discussion. How are team members’ answers different?  Similar?

	If you do not get through all of the standards, continue to work on them until the process is complete. 
	· Request additional time from the site principal to work on the EZ Crosswalk

	Read the 2012-13 Action Plan 
	· This is the work for this year, not just for today.

	Action Steps

	FAMILIAR
	For those standards that are familiar:

· Replace the CA State Standards with the new CCSS language. 
· Revisit and refine content, skills, instructional strategies and assessments as needed.

	NEED TO UPGRADE THE RIGOR
	For standards that need a higher level of rigor:

· Replace the previous standard with the new CCSS standard.  

· Deconstruct the current curriculum or practice and upgrade/transform it based on more rigorous instruction.

· This may include redesigning assessments that match the rigor of the standard, and then deconstructing the standards to create new targets/objectives and instructional strategies for alignment.

· This may require the elimination of some current practices that don’t represent the rigor of the new standards.

	UNFAMILIAR
	For standards that are not currently taught:
· Consider whether they fit with current unit plans of learning experiences

· Consider whether a new unit plan or learning experience needs to be created from scratch.

	NEXT STEPS
	Using Understanding by Design principles, deconstruct the standards, align curriculum, instruction and assessments…this is the work for this year…more on UbD to come!
